CityDesign 

- What the creative city may offer to the 
citizens

The CityDesign model – developed by Steffen Gulmann 
– offers a holistic approach to city development with a 
strong emphasis on the citizen. The model is 
constructed like a theatre: The Actors (citizens, 
business life and tourists), the Scenery (the city soul, 
the urban area, the City offers, infrastructure, the 
dialogue, the reputation), and the Staging (structure of 
power, strategic challenge, city branding). 
  
After a brief introduction to the model, the lecture will 
focus on what the city may offer its creative citizens in 
general with a emphasise on arts, sports, concerts etc., 
and what it may do to the life and reputation of a city. 
The lecture will show examples from a variety of cities 
in and outside of Denmark. 
  
Steffen Gulmann (1942) is chairman of 11Design. He 
is former managing director of the newspaper 
Information and director of Politiken – the largest 
Danish newspaper group. He is the chairman of Danish 
Design Centre and Gl. Strand – the oldest Danish 
gallery of modern and contemporary art.
