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Edwin S. Kneedler is a Deputy Solicitor General in the Office of the Solicitor General, the office in
the Department of Justice that represents the United States Government before the Supreme Court.
Mr. Kneedler has supervisory responsibilities for a number of subject areas in the docket of the
United States Government's cases before the Supreme Court, including constitutional and other
challenges to agency programs, immigration law, federal benefits, natural resources, Native
American law, and some international law issues. He also is responsible for assisting the Solicitor
General in deciding whether to take appeals in the lower courts in those areas.

Before joining the Solicitor General's Office, Mr. Kneedler served for four years in the Justice
Department's Office of Legal Counsel, which was then headed by now-Justice Antonin Scalia. Mr.
Kneedler is a 1967 graduate of Lehigh University with a B.S. in Economics, and a 1974 graduate of
the University of Virgina Law School.
