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At CBS, you have the opportunity to combine courses from most
departments. This means that there is a risk that some of the
schedules to the courses you have chosen may overlap as the
departments only plan and coordinate their own courses. The
advantage is that you can choose/courses that are not available at
your home university:

The final schedules will be available upon your arrival-to
Copenhagen.

Remember: It is possible to change courses in early/mid-August
and early September. We will alert you by e-mail about this after
all students have been assigned to courses.

Remember: Check that you fulfill the required prerequisites of
the courses you have chosen.

Find alternatives to your cheice of courses.

This is extremely important, in case one of your first choices is
cancelled, fully booked or you have an overlap in your class
schedules.

Remember: If a course is very important to-you, you can add a
letter of priority from your-home university, to yourcourse
choices, and we will do what we can to help you get into that
specific course. In case a course is fully booked, you will get first
priority.

Apply for your courses online after May 3 (link sent to your CBS
e-mail account only). More information here:

Remember: There is a special application procedure for a small
number of graduate courses. This procedure is explained under
‘Prerequisites’ of each course in question. If you apply for any
such course, you should also apply for it through the online
application system.

Please note that a full-time course workload at CBS is equivalent
to 30 ECTS, which usually means 4 courses. Therefore, you
should apply for 30 ECTS as-your primary choices and for 30
ECTS in"your alternative list of choices.

Remember: Finish your application by the deadline, May 17,
2011. It is extremely important to meet this deadline;-as your
course choices help determine whether a course is offered or
cancelled. Also, the online system closes after this date, and no
changes can be made until early/mid August.

Apply for credit transfer of the courses you have chosen. This
should be done at your home university.

Remember: Apply for credit transfer for more courses than you
need to follow, so that you will have several options of courses
to change into if necessary.
