= For researchers who wish to acquire new skills through
advanced training, international, interdisciplinary and
inter-sectoral mobility.

= Full funding for fellowships of 12-24 months (including
living, mobility and family allowances, and research costs).

= Applicants must hold a PhD at the time of application dead-
line and have a maximum of 8 years research experience after
their PhD was awarded (career breaks and periods of leave
will extend this maximum).

= Applicants can be from any country but must not have
resided or carried out their main activity in Denmark for
more than 12 months in the 3 years immediately prior to
the deadline on September 11th, 2024.
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HOW TO APPLY

for MSCA-PF?
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First of all, you need to be selected by a supervisor at CBS i.e., a professor
who works in your area of research and who will supervise your fellowship
research project.

To be selected, you will reply to the Call for Expression of Interest (below)
that will be assessed by the supervisor.

If the supervisor considers your CV and project proposal to be a strong
match, you will then officially become a CBS applicant for the MSCA, and
the application process will start.

You will work on your MSCA application with your supervisor and the
CBS Research Support Office (RSO).

RSO has extensive experience in MSCA applications and will help you to
write the best possible application in order to pass the European Com-
mission’s assessment.

Once you have received the grant, you will be supported by the CBS
administration that will assist you during the implementation of your
research project.



The call for expression of interest

The Department of Digitalization (DIGI) at Copenhagen Business School (CBS) welcomes expres-
sions of interest from postdoctoral researchers with an excellent track record of research and
publication to apply jointly with a supervisor from the department at CBS to the Marie Sklodowska-
Curie Postdoctoral Fellowship Scheme.

Research themes
Expressions of Interest that address one or more of the following research themes are welcome.

Subject: Predictive Human Work Interaction Design

Human work interaction design (HWID) is an research areas that crosses human-computer
interaction (HCI), product design, and Information systems (IS). It aims to create more meaningful
relationships between people and the products and services they use in work environments, by
examining and defining the interactions between a system and its user. It thus covers UX at work,
human AI collaboration and more. The particular topic of this MSCA call for EOI is "predictive
HWID". This topic entails studying how to support individual workers to craft their work tasks,
environment, work tools, and collaboration partners, for specific future projects or jobs. Among
possible assumptions for the post doc are that much human work needs to be designed or 'job
crafted' by those who execute it. Furthermore, to do that in digital and hybrid workplaces, these
workers needs advanced predictive HWID tools and approaches. The design research on such
HWID tools and approaches will be the core of the "Predictive Human Work Interaction Design"
fellowship. The outcome of the fellowship is expected to be one or more journal publication in
HCI, design, or IS journals, or related journals appreciated by CBS.

Expressions of interest (Eol) should include:

1. A one-page pitch on your research project idea
2. Your CV including a full list of your publications, research grants and projects

3. A one-page motivation letter

Please submit your Eol by sending it to msca2024@cbs.dk as one single PDF file attachment
named MSCA - DIGI - your initials — by February 16t 2024.

In mid-March 2024, selected candidates will be contacted by the CBS RSO team to discuss the
next steps. In addition to the Kick-off meeting on April 18, 2024, the candidates will also be
offered two Masterclasses on May 14, 2024. These meetings will be online.

To allow sufficient time for institutional approvals, a first draft of the full proposal is expected
to be ready for review by your supervisor and RSO by June 14, 2024.
