• Margin squeeze remains highly relevant in 
telecom and infrastructure markets.

• Going forward, we expect additional 
disputes concerning fibre pricing, as vertically 
integrated telecom operators appear to be 
lobbying for higher wholesale fibre prices, 
while facing resistance from operators lacking 
network infrastructure.

• The term “margin squeeze” is not explicitly 
invoked, but the underlying concerns are 
clearly visible.
